Pro-abortion Democrat Representative Brad Carson
has cast a long series of votes hostile to the unborn
child during his four years as 2nd district congressman.

Twelve (12) different times Rep. Carson has sided
with other pro-abortion House members and has cast
votes directly hostile to the unborn child. Pro-abortion
Rep. Carson now seeks the U.S. Senate seat of retiring
Republican pro-life champion Senator Don Nickles.

The Republican candidate is Tom Coburn, strongly
pro-life physician and former 2nd district congressman.
Dr. Coburn, who has delivered thousands of babies in
his medical practice, is an outspoken and courageous
defender of the unborn child.

Tom Coburn had a strong pro-life voting record

* Rep. Carson voted to undercut state laws which
uphold the right of a parent to be involved in the
abortion decision of a minor daughter when he
supported an amendment on April 17, 2002 to "gut" the
Child Custody Protection Act. He voted to allow an
adult sibling, grandparent, minister, priest or rabbi to
take a minor across state lines for a secret abortion.

* Rep. Carson voted to overturn the pro-life
"Mexico City Policy" which prohibits U.S. tax funds
from going to private organizations performing or
promoting abortion or the legalization of abortion in
foreign countries (May 16, 2001). Countless lives have
been saved by this pro-life policy he voted to overturn.

during his six years in Washington, where he was onc
of the key pro-life leaders in Congress. He retired from
the U.S. House in 2000 to resume his medical practice.

Brad Carson outspokenly supports the 1973
Supreme Court decision that legalized abortion on
demand -- even as a method of birth control.

Among the many pro-abortion votes Brad Carson
has cast in Congress are the following:

* Rep. Carson voted to "gut," or render worthless,
the Partial-Birth Abortion Ban by supporting an amend-
ment to allow a partial-birth abortion whenever an
abortionist asserted that it would protect the "health"
of a mother. The U.S. Supreme Court has defined
"health” in the abortion context as including "emotional,
psychological, familial" well-being. Partial-birth abortion
for "health" reasons is partial-birth abortion on demand,
which Brad Carson voted to support on July 24, 2002,
before voting to pass the ban.

* Rep. Carson voted against the pro-life Abortion
Non-Discrimination Act, adopted by the U.S. House on
September 25, 2002. This pro-life bill provides that
government may not discriminate against a health care
professional, hospital, or insurance plan because of their
refusal to perform, or pay for, induced abortions. This
pro-life bill is a response to numerous examples of pro-
abortion state officials and courts forcing hospitals and
other health-care providers to participate in abortions.

* Rep. Carson yoted four times to have abortion on
demand performed in overseas U.S. military hospitals.

* Rep. Carson voted on July 15, 2003 to give U.S.
taxpayers’ funds to the United Nations Population Fund,
despite this organization’s deep involvement in China’s
one-child program of forced abortions. This program of
coerced abortion is the world’s most brutal.

Democrats in State Senate Kill
Pro-Life Informed-Consent Bill

In Key Legislative Action

In the most crucial pro-life vote of the 2003-2004
Oklahoma Legislature, every single Democrat in the
state Senate voted against a pro-life informed-consent
bill April 28, 2003 that would have provided women
with vitally important information before an abortion.

The bill, SB 492, had already passed the Oklahoma
House and would have gone on for the Governor’s
signature if just five Democrats had supported it.
Instead, not one single Democrat among the 27 in the
Senate voted pro-life. All 19 Republicans present voted
in_favor of the pro-life bill.
